The Academic Program

LANGUAGE ARTS

The language arts curriculum focuses on the develop-
ment of communication skills through the integration
of reading, writing, speaking, listening, thinking, and
observing.

Seventh and eighth grade language arts classes will
meet for 84 minutes every other day. This is the same as
all other academic content areas at the middle school. In
addition the middle school will offer enrichment mini-
courses, currently scheduled during SGI. These will
be open to any student expressing interest in the topic.
These will be offered for different lengths of time, and
different days of the week. The specibc content orover
all focus will dictate the exact schedule. Topics include
Future City Competition; writing and reading circles;
creative writing; social justice issues; problem solving
skills and strategies—in the context of math and science;
art and photography (independent study). A more de-
tailed description of tentative mini-course offerings can
be found on the next page.

In seventh grade, language arts embraces a holistic
approach to teaching effective communication skills.
Students develop individual, organizational, study,
and critical thinking skills through individual learning
styles, cooperative learning, discussion, and teacher-di-
rected activities. Through their literature book, novels,
and numerous resource materials, students are exposed
to multi-cultural experiences and become aware of vari-
ous ways language can be used to express diverse ideas.
By writing Pction, nonpction, and poetry, students
express their own ideas and rebne those ideas through
the writing process: selecting, collecting, connecting,
and correcting. An interdisciplinary reference text,
which stresses the fundamental principles of grammar



and usage as applied to writing, guides and encourages
independent learning.

Eighth-grade language arts continues with the devel-
opment of communication skills. Students study and
analyze multi-cultural literature: novels both modern
and classic, short stories, nonbction, plays, and poetry.
There is an emphasis on the progressive development
of writing techniques which broaden vocabulary and
strengthen grammar and spelling skills. Writing in-
cludes writing of experiences, story writing, letter writ-
ing, essay test writing, and organized paragraph writing
(persuasive, descriptive, narrative, and expository). In
preparation for the tenth-grade probciency test, students
respond to prompts; this practice writing is evaluated
holistically based on a writing rubric. An understand-
ing of audience for their writing enables students to
recognize the different ways they must learn to control
written language.

Through GATE classes the same language arts cur-
riculum will be followed and differentiation will occur
in these ways:

¥ looking for patterns

¥ abstract thinking

¥ in-depth exploration of the content

¥ minimal repetitions and shorter reviews

¥ making connections to the larger context

¥ developing the studentOs understanding
of giftedness

¥ complexitybanalysis, similarities and
differences

¥ learning to be in charge of their own learning

¥ emphasis on meta-cognition

¥ developing a personal point of view

The language arts component of the services will
be based on the state standards, and learning will be
differentiated to assure maximum learning opportuni-
ties for these students with expectations for advanced
responses.

Tentative Mini-Course Offerings

Future City Competition
(Social Studies/Science/Math/Language Arts/Art)

¥ Description: The Future City Competition al-
lows students the opportunity to combine cognitive
and creative talents. Participants will develop skills
involving engineering principles, an understanding
of the basic components of urban design, computer
knowledge, model building, and language arts and

aesthetic applications to create, construct, and pres-
ent a city of the future.

¥ Requirements: Students will be responsible for
developing an understanding of what cities need

to serve societies, how engineering helps facilitate
the construction and design of an effective city, use
SimCity 3000 to create a virtual city, work as a team
with an engineer guiding their understanding, write
an essay and abstract (as described in the FCC rule
book), construct a model of a representative portion
of their city, and make an oral presentation for evalu-
ation.

¥ QualibcationsStudents should meet the follow-
ing criteria: 1) Show an interest in basic engineering
principles and their applications; 2) Be willing to
accept responsibilities as a member of a team; 3) Be
committed to developing the project from abstract
ideas grounded in research to physical completion to
presentation; 4) Be willing to share their reasoning
and processing of this project in two verbal formats
(written and oral) as well as detailed physical model.
¥ Evaluation: Evaluations may vary and may
include the following: 1) Self-assessment; 2) Class-
room credit; 3) Informal feedback from peers and
community; 4) Evaluation in the state and national
competition itself.

¥ Timeline: September through February; three
times per week (extensive additional time needed
outside the school).

Literature and Writing Circles
(Language Arts)

¥ Description: Students and teacher will col-
laborate to construct studies of a variety of literary
forms, analyzing texts from diverse perspectives and
creating original pieces of writing. With an empha-
sis on critical and creative thinking, students will
focus on the power of the written word from both a
cultural and a personal perspective.

¥ Requirements: Students will be required to read

a variety of texts, share their interpretations of the
writings, and create their own writing to share with
their peers.

¥ QualibcationsStudents should display an
enthusiasm for reading and writing, have a basic
mastery of writing conventions, accept responsibility
for extra assignments, and be willing to risk sharing
their own personal writing in a constructively critical
setting.

¥ Evaluations: Assessment will be on-going



throughout the course through peer and teacher
conferences; in addition, assessment may extend
to evaluation in a competitive setting if texts are
submitted to competitions (e.g., Scholadifiting
Awards, OCTELA, NCTEOs Promising Writers, etc.)
¥ Timeline:November through April (once a week)

From this knowledge
base, students will focus (independently and/or col
laboratively) on potential areas of social action.

¥ Regquirements:Students will search for reliable

sources, share these resources with group members,

critically analyze and evaluate their resources, and
articulate a reasonable conclusion to their Pndings.
Conclusions will be shared through oral and-writ
ten formats. Formulation of a related social action
proposal may also result.

¥ QualibcationsStudents should display sensitiv
ity to the imbalance of justice and injustice through
out the world, be willing to spend time researching
social justice issues, and be committed to sharing
their bndings in a coherent, purposeful project or
product.

¥ EvaluationsAssessment will be on going
throughout the course through discussion; in ad
dition, assessment may extend to peer and outside
evaluation through a social action project.

¥ Timeline: October B (Once a week)

¥ Description:Students will share and develop
multiple strategies to solving a range of problems
from games (e.g., chess) to mysteries to mathemat
ics.

¥ ReguirementsStudents will participate (inde

¥ QualibcationsStudents should be willing to

¥ Timeline: Contracts for the independent projects
will be created from September through October.
Individual timelines will be set within each indepen
dent contract.

HOMEWORK

Homework is one school area that deserves a parent’s
close involvement. Homework has three purposes —
prepare, preview, and practice. It should also be appro-
priate, meaningful, and relevant. Homework is neces-
sary because teachers don’t have enough time to present
the lesson and then adequately practice it. Research
indicates that high achieving students and schools typi-
cally assign two hours of homework per night in the
middle school and when properly handled, homework
helps young people feel motivated to do well in school.
Studies that show that students that regularly do more
than six hours of homework a week not only earn higher
grades, but also experience better mental health and
have lower involvement with drugs.

The one critical factor in a child’s success in school
is parent’s involvement. That is why each teacher posts
his/her weekly assignments on the middle school’s Web
page. Assignments will be posted the brst day of each
week by 3:00 P.M. as long as the district’s server is in
operation. Involvement can simply entail a parent ask-
ing if all homework assignments are done. Parents also
need to monitor the homework situation to determine
if the assignment load is appropriate. If it appears to

be too much (more than three hours per night) — or too
little it’s time for parents to contact their child’s teacher
or team leader. These expectations for homework in the
middle school are standards for the average child. What
may be an appropriate homework load for most children
could take twice as long for students that are perfection-
ists, procrastinators, or students with emotional prob-
lems or other challenging conditions.

Parents also must provide a suitable environment.
Students need a quiet, comfortable, well-lit, place to
study without distractions. Make sure your child has
the necessary “tools” for their assignments — pencils,
papers, calculators, research resources, etc. Be avail-
able to help B and only help. Itis difbcult to be the
facilitator of homework and not the doer of homework.

Students who have library passes should brst report Above all, send the message that you are watch-

ing and that you care. In addition to monitoring actual
homework, make sure your child gets adequate sleep
each night. Make it a house rule that homework comes
before those activities kids love — talking on the phone,
watching television, play.

SMALL GROUP INSTRUCTION

Since academic success is our top priority, daily time
is spent on academic advisement. Students are encour-
aged to see teachers for assistance during this time.

ACADEMIC STUDY TABLE (AST)

AST is a second chance for students that failed to
complete their homework that may be employed by the
faculty. If a student is missing or presents unacceptable
work, the student must remain after school that day for
30 minutes for each assignment that he/she is missing.
Students should report to room 3145 by 3:05 with all
necessary materials and begin working. Students must
personally deliver their work to their teacher and then
receive credit for their work. Students failing to attend
AST will receive a zero on the assignment. Parents will
be notibed by the auto-dialer whenever their child has
been assigned to the AST.

ADVISORY

Additionally, all students are offered the opportunity
to participate throughout the year in-group sessions led
by faculty members with the intended outcome of im-
proving student self-esteem and the sharing of common
student concerns.

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ATHLETIC AND ACTIVITY ELIGIBILITY
The Bexley Board of Education encourages student

participation in athletics and other extracurricular activi-

ties as part of a well-rounded educational program. To

emphasize scholarship as the brst pursuit of all students,

eligibility for participation in athletics and extracurricular
activities will be contingent upon academic performance.

To be academically eligible for participation in athlet-
ics, students must meet the following standards:

A. In the case of athletes, they must meet all
requirements of the Ohio High School Athletic
Association: (passing 75% of their graded
courses);

B. They must have received no failing grades
(F) in any course during the grading period im-
mediately previous to the grading period of
participation;

C. Exceptions to these standards may be made
upon appeal to the principal. The principal will
have the authority to waive Bexley standards
in order to allow participation. Factors to be
considered in the appeal are:

1. Illness and accident
2. Appropriateness of service to the student
because of ability level; and
3. Other factors that the principal deems
important.
Examples of Determing Ohio High School Athletic As-
sociation Student Eligibility - Grades 7-8

Passing grades must have been received in 75 percent

of subjects in which enrolled in the immediately pre-
ceding grading period. All courses in which a student
receives a grade count toward the 75 percent eligibility
requirement.

The student’s
name, destination, and the time must be written on the
pass. Some teachers use permanent wood passes for
students to carry with them to the drinking fountain or
to the restroom.

LOCKERS

Lockers will be assigned to students at the beginning
of the school year. School lockers are the property of
and remain under the control of the Board of Education.
Lockers are provided for students to store books, school
supplies, and coats. Lockers may be opened and their
contents inspected whenever the Principal (or acting
Principal) has reasonable suspicion that leads him/her to
believe that unlawful or other potentially harmful items
are contained in the locker. Students are not to change
lockers or locks without permission from the principal.

HEALTH POLICIES
Ohio state law requires that all school children have
current DTP, polio, MMR, Hep B, and varicella im-

munizations. All incoming seventh grade students are
required to have proof of receiving their second MMR

shot within ten days of the start of school. Students
who are new to the country are required to have a TB

skin test. Upon entering kindergarten, each child must
provide a written record of the State required immuniza-
tions. Pupils transferring to the Bexley Schools at other
grade levels are required to provide a current immuniza-
tion record within two weeks of registration. Records
may be transferred from the student’s former school by
written request of the parents.

Each year the parent or guardian is required to com-
plete an Emergency Medical Authorization form. This
form is used to notify parents and designated others
in case of an accident or illness that requires immedi-
ate attention. It is also used to inform Health Ofpce
staff of the student’s current medications, allergies, or
other health information that would be essential in an
emergency. Please keep this information up-to-date by
notifying school personnel of changes in address, phone
number, physician, dentist, clinic or medical status.

COMMUNICABLE DISEASE CONTROL

When an illness begins during the night (fever, vom-
iting, coughing, sneezing) or if the child does not feel
well upon waking, the child should be kept at home and
observed for 24 hours before returning to school. Often
these are the initial symptoms of a contagious illness,
and it is during these initial symptoms that a child is

ILLNESS OR INJURY AT SCHOOL

Health care attention will be provided by Health
Ofpbce personnel when a child becomes ill or injured
at school. Parents will be notibped of serious illness or
injury. If notibcation of the parents is not possible, the
persons listed on the Emergency Medical Authoriza-
tion form will be contacted. A child is sent home only
with parents or with persons authorized by parents. If
emergency treatment is required, procedures will be
followed in accordance with the Emergency Medical
Authorization.

MEDICATIONS AT SCHOOL
Medications will be administered at school only if it

Student Records
(Bexley City School District Policy JO-R)

Each parent and eligible student shall receive an an-
nual notice distributed at the beginning of each school
year identifying their rights under the District Student
Education Records Disclosure Policy. This notice reads
as follows:

Pursuant to the Family Educational Rights and
Privacy Act (FERPA), Bexley City School District is
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providing this notibcation of the rights of parents of
students and eligible students to:

1. inspect and review the student’s educational re-
cords;

2. request the amendment of the student’s education
records which are believed to be inaccurate, mis-
leading or in violation of the students rights (this
includes the right to a hearing to present evidence
that the record should be changed if the parent’s or
eligible student’s request is denied);

3. require written consent before personally identib
able information is disclosed to anyone other than
authorized ofPcials, except as provided in State
or Federal law or used for any purpose other than
making educational decisions;

4. Pble a complaint with the Department of Education
if the District fails to comply with requirements of
FERPA and

5. receive, upon request, a copy of the District’s Stu-
dent Education Records Disclosure Policy.

The parent or eligible student must submit to the
studentOs principal a written request which identibPes
as precisely as possible the record(s) to be inspected.

The request must be limited to records upon which
educational decisions are made. For more information

SECTION 504 REHABILITATION ACT
Section 504 of the Rehabilitation Act of 1973 is a
civil rights statute which provides that “No otherwise

Attendance Procedures

Absence from School

While students are urged to be regular in attendance
at school, personal illness does make absence necessary.
In case of absence, there are four steps, which should be
taken, as follows:

1. Parents should contact the school before 8:15 a.m.,
on the day of absence. Parents must call 237-4435,
prompt #7 then #6, and leave a message on voice
mail. If not contacted by parents, the ofbce person
nel will try to contact the parents of absent students.

2. Upon returning to school from an absence, a note
signed by the parent indicating the cause of absence
must be presented to the ofbce before reporting to
class. (Students failing to provide written excuses
within 2 days will be considered unexcused.)

3. The student should contact each of his/her teachers
upon return from an illness to arrange make up of
any work missed while absent. This is the student’s
responsibility.

4. The student should make every effort while absent
to keep work up to date as much as possible. This is
particularly important if the student is absent more
than two days. On the second day of the absence,
you may call the ofPce and make arrangements to
pick up assignments. When assignments are sent
home, students are expected to complete them and
turn them in upon their return to school.

Parents need to be aware that an absence from school

4. Every student is expected to have respect for him
or herself. Therefore, students may not possess or
smoke cigarettes, possess or consume unprescribed
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drugs or alcohol.

We are preparing ourselves to live in a multicul
tural, democratic society. Therefore, students are
expected to respect cultural differences. Therefore,
racial slurs and inappropriate language or gestures
are prohibited.

Good grooming and appropriate dress are condu
cive to learning. Therefore, students may not wear
any clothing which tends to disrupt the educational
process or which may be deemed unsafe, or-offen
sive.

The grounds, cafeteria, halls, lockers, restrooms,
and buses are integral parts of the school. Fhere
fore, students are expected to conduct themselves
in a responsible way in each of these areas. This
means that the same rules apply outside as inside,
that good manners are expected in the cafeteria, that
the halls are free of noise that disturbs other classes,
that restrooms are used for their intended purpose,
that lockers are kept orderly, and bus rules are
followed to provide for the safety of all. At noon,
food is not to be taken out of the cafeteria.

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Detentions

1. Students must report to the designated room by the
designated time.

2. Students may not talk or study together.

3. Students must report to detention with schoolwork
to do or a book to read.

4. Students who are unruly may be given extra min-
utes to serve, assigned additional detentions, or
may be dismissed from the detention and referred
to the ofPce for disciplinary actions.

5. There should be a pink slip for every student pres-
ent. Teachers will mark these slips accordingly and
return them to the principal at the end of every day.

6. Failure to serve these detentions may result in a
Saturday School or a school suspension.

In School Suspension and Saturday School

Students may be assigned an In School Suspension
instead of being suspended out-of-school depending
upon the severity of the offense.

The purpose of an In School Suspension is to enable
students who would otherwise be suspended to remain
at school and at the same time, provide them with an
opportunity to improve their academic standing. We
are fortunate to have In School Suspension as an alter-
native to suspension from school. It allows students
to continue their education without interruption while
affording extra time to improve studies. Hopefully, In
School Suspension will be a learning experience from
which a change in behavior will occur. It is important
to remember however; this option will only be made
on a limited basis for each offense. Continuation of the
same offense will result in an out-of school suspension
and not an In School Suspension.

Failure to attend an In School Suspension on the
date assigned due to an absence will result in the
suspension being served upon the student’s arrival to
school.

NOTE: The Council of the City of Bexley has
passed Ordinance #14-06 which state$No minor
child under the age of 18 years, who has been expelled
or suspended from school, shall loiter, idle, wander
stray or play upon the public streets or other public
places or upon private property where the minor is be-
ing cared for and with the permission of the parent or
guardian of such minor, during the period of a school
day, unless accompanied by the minor’s parent, guard-
ian or other adult person having the care and custody
of the minor, or unless such minor is on an emergency
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errand or legitimate business at the direction of the par-
ent, guardian or other adult person having the care and
custody of the minor.”
